The System of Education in Great Britain

In England and Wales compulsory school begins at the age of five, but before that age
children can go to a nursery school, also called play school. School is compulsory till the
children are 16 years old. The school year in England and Wales starts in September and ends in
July. In Scotland it runs from August to June and in Northern Ireland from September to June
and has three terms. At 7 and 11 years old, and then at 14 and 16 at secondary school, pupils take
examinations in the core subjects (English, Mathematics and Science).

Primary education begins at the age of 5 in England, Wales and Scotland, and 4 in Northern
Ireland. It includes three age ranges: nursery for children under 5 years, infants from 5 to 7, and
juniors from 7 to 11 years old. In nursery schools babies don’t have real classes; they learn some
elementary things such as numbers, colors and letters. Besides, they play, have lunch and sleep
there. Children usually start their school education in an infant school and move to a junior
school at the age of 7. In Primary School and First School children learn to read and write and
the basis of arithmetic. In the higher classes of Primary School (or in Middle School) children
learn geography, history, religion and, in some schools, a foreign language. Then children go to
the Secondary School.

When students are 16 years old they may take an exam in various subjects in order to have a
qualification. These qualifications can be either G.C.S.E. (General Certificate of Secondary
Education) or "O level™ (Ordinary level). After that students can either leave school and start
working or continue their studies in the same school as before. If they continue, when they are
18, they have to take further examinations which are necessary for getting into university or
college.

The most famous British public schools are Eton, Harrow and Winchester.

Some parents choose private schools for their children. They are very expensive but
considered to provide a better education and good job opportunities.

In England there are 47 universities, including the Open University which teaches via TV and
radio, about 400 colleges and institutes of higher education. The oldest universities in England
are Oxford and Cambridge. Generally, universities award two kinds of degrees: the Bachelor's
degree and the Master's degree.

«Education in the USA»

Education in the United States of America is compulsory for children from the age of 6
till 16 (or 18). It involves 12 years of schooling. A school year starts at the end of August or at
the beginning of September and ends in late June or early July. The whole school year is divided
into three terms/trimesters or four quarters. American students have winter, spring and summer
holidays which last 2 or 3 weeks and 6 or 8 weeks, respectively. The length of the school year
varies among the states as well as the day length. Students go to school 5 days a week.

The American education system consists of 3 basic components: elementary, secondary
and higher education. There is also such a notion as preschool education. At the age of 4 or 5
children just get acquainted with the formal education in a nursery school. The preschool
education programme aims to prepare children for elementary school through playing and help
them to acquire the experience of association. It lasts for one year. Then they go to the first grade
(or grade 1).

Elementary education starts when pupils are 6 years old. The programme of studies in the
elementary school includes the following subjects: English, Arithmetic, Geography, History of
the USA, Natural sciences, Physical Training, Singing, Drawing, wood or metal work. The
education is mostly concentrated on the basic skills (speaking, reading, writing and arithmetic).
Sometimes children also learn some foreign languages, general history and such new subjects as
drug and sex education. The main goal of elementary education is the general intellectual, social
and physical development of a pupil from 5 to 12 or 15 years old.

Secondary education begins when children move on to high or secondary school in the
ninth grade, where they continue their studies until the twelfth grade. The secondary school
curriculum is built around specific subjects rather than general skills. Although there are always
a number of basic subjects in the curriculum: English, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies and
Physical Education, the students have an opportunity to teach some elective subjects, which are
not necessary for everybody. After the first two years of education they can select subjects
according to their professional interests. The electives are to be connected with the students'
future work or further education at university or college. Every high school has a special teacher
— a guidance counsellor who helps the students to choose these elective subjects. Moreover, he
helps them with some social problems, too. The elective courses are different in various schools.

Members of each grade in high school have special names: students in the ninth grade are
called freshmen, tenth graders are called sophomores, eleventh graders are juniors and as for
twelfth graders, they are seniors.

After graduating from high schools the majority of the Americans go on studying at
higher education establishments. In universities they have to study for four years to get a
bachelor's degree. In order to get a master's degree they must study two years more and, besides,
be engaged in a research work.

The most famous American universities are Harvard, Princeton, Stanford, Yale, and
Columbia Universities.

Education plays a very important role in our life. All Russian children have the right to
education, but it is not only a right, it is a duty, too. The citizens of Russia have a right to receive
the education which is guaranteed in the Constitution of the Russian Federation.

Education is a key to a good future. And schools are the first step on the education-way.
Schools help young people to choose their career, to prepare for their future life; they make
pupils clever and well-educated. They give pupils the opportunity to fulfill their talent.

The system of education in Russia is very much the same as in other highly developed
countries. Education in our country is compulsory and now lasts eleven years. School term has 3
stages: elementary (grades 1-4), middle (grades 5-9) and senior (grades 10-11) classes.

There are nurseries and kindergartens for little children aged from 2 to 6. Children play
games, go for walks, and have regular meals there. But the lessons of reading, arithmetic,
drawing and other subjects have become more complicated than they were in the kindergartens
ten years ago. There are the kindergartens where children learn foreign languages.

At the age of 6 or 7 Russian children go to secondary schools. The level of education in
Russian secondary schools is rather high. Children receive primary education during the first
four years.

Then they enter the middle school. In the middle school pupils study: Russian and foreign
languages, Russian literature, algebra, geometry, physics, chemistry and biology. They have
their final examinations in the ninth form.

Then the pupils may leave school and enter some professional college or receive full-time
secondary education in the tenth and eleventh forms. The program of the last two years is the
most complicated one. Besides the subjects mentioned above it often includes trigonometry,
organic chemistry and astronomy. Pupils get the necessary knowledge for entering the
universities and institutes. There are some special schools where pupils have advanced programs
in physics, mathematics or foreign languages.

Every city in Russia has at least one university and several institutes. The oldest Russian
universities are the Moscow State University, the University of St. Petersburg and some others.

ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

Ecological problems are becoming more and more important today. People all over the
world discuss environmental protection, but we still go on polluting air, water and soil.

Air pollution is the biggest problem of large cities and industrial areas. It is usually
caused by different means of transport. Cars, buses and planes are among the worst air polluters.
Factories and plants also pollute air by pouring harmful emissions into the air causing lung
diseases and doing harm to our health. As a result, acid rains appear and damage forests and soil.
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Trees absorb carbon dioxide from the air and give out oxygen in return. In some parts of
the world, such as Asia and South America, trees are threatened not by pollution, but by people.
The rainforests are destroyed for firewood and building materials. If we lose tropical forests, it
will become more difficult to breathe, because they provide 50 per cent of the world’s annual
production of oxygen. With more carbon dioxide in the air, the temperature on the planet will
rise and this will cause global warming.

How can the problems of air pollution be solved? First of all, people should try to use
alternative sources of energy, such as solar, water or wind energies, or at least to burn smokeless
fuels.

There are ways to reduce air pollution caused by road traffic. It is possible to build more
railways and to support public transportation. Also, people should be encouraged to drive at the
speed limit in order to use fuel more efficiently. Another way is to encourage tree planting,
because trees absorb carbon dioxide. Special kinds of gasoline for cars can also help to reduce
air pollution.

Water pollution is as dangerous as air pollution. Factories and plants dump wastes into
rivers and lakes polluting them. Wastes that get into rivers, streams and oceans can entangle
wildlife or be mistaken by them for food and spread diseases to humans. Rain or excess water
can wash fertilisers into rivers and streams, causing excess weeds to grow.

There are several things that can be done to restore polluted waterways back to normal.
You should make sure you never throw anything that could be toxic down a drain or onto soil.
Basically, it is important to remember that anything that gets onto the ground can eventually end
up in a river, lake or stream. So, make sure you do not allow any chemicals or waste to go on the
ground or down the drain.

Soil pollution does not allow plants to grow and makes people sick after they eat fruit and
vegetables grown on polluted soil. People also pollute soil by throwing litter onto it. Forests are
full of used bottles and cans. Such litter can be found in rivers and lakes too which makes wild
animals sick and causes their death. This can be stopped if you make sure that you throw litter
into recycling bins and take litter with you after a picnic in a forest or on a river bank.

Every day we throw away a lot of litter, which, actually, we can use again, for example
paper, cloth, glass, plastic, etc. Everybody should know the three r’s: reduce, reuse and recycle.
Water and electricity can and should be reduced. We should reuse whatever we can: plastic bags,
paper, cans, glass and bottles. Paper and plastic, for example, are also recycled at factories and
plants and we get paper and plastic bags made from recycled materials.

It is impossible to stop technological process, to close all factories and plants to prevent
pollution, but people need to invent new waste-free technologies that will not damage the
environment. There are new inventions such as self-destructible plastic bags which turn into
powder if you keep them for some time or leave them in the forest. There are up-to-date filters
that make water and air clean and that some factories and plants have started using to prevent
pollution.

We must not ignore the problems of environmental pollution and we have to try and
make everything possible to stop or at least reduce it.

If you
receive a written invitation to an event, you should respond and tell whether or not you plan to attend.
It is considered polite to give a gift to your host, especially if you have been invited for a meal.

It will be nice of you to send a thank-you note
or to make a telephone call after the visit.

Unfortunately
sometimes the flights are delayed because of unfavourable weather conditions, and one more
inconvenience is jet-lag.

Before boarding the plane you must check in at the airport. Passengers are requested to
arrive at the airport one hour before departure time on international flights and half an hour on
domestic flights. You must register your tickets, weigh in and register the luggage.

The economy class limitation is 20 kg. First-class passengers are allowed 30 kg. Excess
luggage must be paid for. Passengers are permitted, to take only some personal belongings with
them into the cabin. These items include handbags, brief-cases or attache cases, umbrellas, coats
and souvenirs bought at the tax-free shops at the airport. Each passenger is given a boarding pass
to be shown at the departure gate and again to the stewardess when boarding the plane.

Before the plane takes off the stewardess gives you all the information about the flight, the
speed and altitude. She asks you to fasten the belts and not to smoke. She will take care of you
during the flight and will help you to get comfortable in your seat. Inside the cabins the air is
always fresh and warm. The captain will welcome you on board, tell you all about the flight and
the interesting places you are flying over. During the flight you can take a nap or have a chat,
you can read and relax. In some planes you can watch video or listen to the music.

When the plane is landing or taking off you have an opportunity to enjoy the wonderful
scenery and landscapes. While travelling by plane you fly past various villages and cities at the
sight of which realize how majestic and tremendous our planet is. Do not forget your personal
belongings when leaving the plane.

Landing formalities and customs regulation are about the same in-all countries. While still
onboard the plane the passenger is given an arrival card to fill in, he fills in (in block letters) his
name in full, country of residence, permanent address, purpose and length of visit; and address in
the country he is visiting. After the passenger has disembarked, officials will examine (check)
his passport and visa (to see if they are in order).

In some countries they will check the passenger's certificate of vaccination. When these
formalities have been completed the passenger goes to the Customs for an examination of his
luggage. The passenger is required to fill in a customs declaration form. He must list all dutiable
articles. Personal belongings may be brought in duty-free.

Here is a partial list of prohibited articles: firearms, drugs, in some countries — meat
products, fresh fruit and vegetables. The Customs inspector may ask you to open your bags for
inspection. After you are through with all customs formalities he will put a stamp on each piece
of luggage.

Economics (from the Greek "household management") is a social science that
studies the production, distribution, trade and consumption of goods and services.

Economics, which focuses on measurable variables, is broadly divided into two
main branches: microeconomics, which deals with individual agents, such as households
and businesses, and macroeconomics, which considers the economy as a whole, in
which case it considers aggregate supply and demandfor money, capital
and commodities. Aspects receiving particular attention in economics are resource
allocation, production, distribution, trade, and competition. Economic logic is
increasingly applied to any problem that involves choice
under scarcity or determining economic value. Mainstream economics focuses on how
prices reflect supply and demand, and uses equations to predict consequences of
decisions. The fundamental assumption underlying traditional economic theory is
the utility-maximizing rule.

2. Read and translate the text.

The notion of a "free market" where all economic decisions regarding transfers of money,
goods, and services take place on avoluntary basis, free of coercive influence, is commonly
considered to be an essential characteristic of capitalism. Some individuals contend, that in systems
where individuals are prevented from owning the means of production (including the profits),
or coerced to share them, not all economic decisions are free of coercive influence, and, hence, are
not free markets. In an ideal free market system none of these economic decisions involve coercion.
Instead, they are determined in a decentralized manner by individuals trading, bargaining,
cooperating, and competing with each other. In a free market, government may act in
a defensive modeto  forbid coercion among market  participants but  does
not engage in proactive interventionist coercion. Nevertheless, some authorities claim that
capitalism is perfectly compatible with interventionist authoritarian governments, and/or that a free
market can exist without capitalism.

A legal system that grants and protects property rights provides property owners
the entitlement to sell their property in accordance with their own valuation of that property; if
there are no willing buyers at their offered price they have the freedom to retain it. According to
standard capitalist theory, as explained by Adam Smith, when individuals make a trade they value
what they are purchasing more than they value what they are giving in exchange for a commodity. If
this were not the case, then they would not make the trade but retain ownership of the more valuable
commodity. This notion underlies the concept of mutually-beneficial trade where it is held that both
sides tend to benefit by an exchange.

In regard to pricing of goods and services in a free market, rather than this being ordained by
government it is determined by trades that occur as a result of price agreement between buyers and
sellers. The prices buyers are willing to pay for acommodity and the prices at which sellers are willing
to part with that commodity are directly influenced by supply and demand (as well as the quantity to
be traded). In abstract terms, the price is thus defined as the equilibrium point of the demand and
the supply curves, which represent the prices at which buyers would buy (and sellers sell) certain
guantities of the good in question. A price above the equilibrium point will lead to oversupply (the
buyers will buy less goods at that price than the sellers are willing to produce), while a price below
the equilibrium will lead to the opposite situation. When the price a buyer is willing to
pay coincides with the price a seller is willing to offer, a trade occurs and price is determined.

However, not everyone believes that a free or even a relatively-free market is a good thing.
One reason proffered by many to justify economic intervention by government into what would
otherwise be a free market is market failure. A market failure is a case in which a market fails to
efficiently provide or allocate goods and services (for example, a failure to allocate goods in ways
some see as socially or morally preferable). Some believe that the lack of "perfect information" or
"perfect competition™ in a free market is grounds for government intervention. Other situations or
activities  often  perceived as problems with a free market may appear,
such monopolies, monopsonies, information inequalities (e.g. insider trading), or price gouging.
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Wages determined by a free market mechanism are also commonly seen as a problem by those who
would claim that some wages are unjustifiably low or unjustifiably high. Another critique is that
free markets usually fail to deal with the problem of externalities, where an action by
an agent positively or negatively affects another agent without any compensation taking place. The
most widely known externality is pollution. More generally, the free market allocation of
resources in areas such as health care, unemployment, wealth inequality, and education are
considered market failures by some. Also, governments overseeing economies typically labeled as
capitalist have been known to setmandatory price floors or price ceilings at
times, thereby interfering with the free market mechanism. This usually occurred either in times of
crises, or was related to goods and services which were viewed as strategically important. Electricity,
for example, is a good that was or is subject to price ceilings in many countries.
Many eminent economists have analyzed market failures, and see governments as having
a legitimate role to mitigate these failures, for examples through regulation and compensation
schemes.

However, some economists, such as Nobel prize-winning economist Milton Friedman as well
as those of the Austrian School, oppose intervention into free markets. They argue that government
should limit its involvement in economies to protecting freedom rather than diminishing it for the
sake of remedying "market failure." These economists believe that government intervention creates
more problems than it is supposed to solve. Laissez-faire advocates do not oppose monopolies unless
they maintain their existence through coercion to prevent competition, and often assert that
monopolies have historically only developed because of government intervention rather than due to
a lack of intervention. They may argue that minimum wage laws cause unnecessary unemployment,
that laws against insider trading reduce market efficiency and transparency, or that government-
enforced price-ceilings cause shortages.

Work: duties, pay and conditions

What do you do?

People may ask you about your job. They can ask and you can answer in different ways:

What do you do? I'm a banker/an engineer/a builder. (I'm + 'a(n)' + job)
What's your job? I work in a bank/marketing, (work in + place or type of work)
What do you do for a living? I work for Union Bank/Fiat. (work for + name of company)

(= I'm employed by Union Bank/Fiat, etc.)

I'm self-employed. (= | work for myself.)

NOTE
You can also say: | haven't got a job. (NOT I haven't got a work.)
What does that involve?

When people ask you to explain your job, they want to know your responsibilities (= your
duties/what you have to do), or something about your daily routine (= what you do every day).
They can ask like this: What does that involve? (= What do you do in your job?)

General duties/responsibilities

I'm in charge of/responsible for security in the factory. (= the place where a product is made)

I deal with/handle customer complaints. (= take all necessary action when customers are unhappy)
I run the coffee bar in the-museum. (= I am in control of it/l manage it)

Daily duties/routines

I have to go to/attend (fml) a lot of meetings.
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| visit/see/meet clients. (= people I do business with, who pay for my service)
I advise clients. (= give them help and my opinion)

We often use responsible for/in charge of for part of something, e.g. a department or some of the
workers; and run for control of all of something, e.g. a company, a shop, a course, etc.

Working hours

For many people in Britain, working hours are 8.30-9.00 am to 5.00-5.30 pm, so people often talk
about a nine-to-five job (= regular working hours). Some people do flexitime (= they can start
work earlier or finish later); and some do shiftwork (= work at different times, e.g. during the day
one week, at night the next). Some people work/do overtime. (= work extra hours for more money)

Pay and conditions

Most workers are paid (= receive money) every month. This is called a salary. We can also use the
verbs earn/make, e.g. | earn/make $60,000 a year. (= My salary is $60,000 a year.)

Some people are paid for the hours they work. The lowest amount for one hour's work is' called the
minimum wage. This amount is decided by the government.

With most jobs you get 4-6 weeks' paid holiday; you also get sick pay. (= pay when you are ill)

The total amount of money you receive in a year is called your income. This could be your salary
from one job, or the salary from two different jobs. You have to pay part of your income to the
government; this is called income tax.

Choosing a Career

Sooner or later all of us face the problem of choosing a career when we are to decide what
we are going to be in future. Choosing a career is not a simple matter — in fact, it can be one of the
most important in our life. You don't need to hurry making a decision. You should examine
thoroughly your abilities and character, take a realistic view of your strengths and weaknesses, pay
attention to your parents' and friends' advice and take into account your own preferences. The last
point in the list is particularly important because there are many examples when people make great
mistakes choosing their future profession. Sometimes they either simply follow in the footsteps of
their parents or relatives or just blindly follow their advice. Your choice should be mostly based on
your own opinion. Family traditions are good, but your turn of mind may be quite different. So,
never base only on other people’s opinion.

Having thought carefully about what sort of person you are, try to work out a list of your
occupation requirements.

Nowadays there is a great variety of jobs to any taste. Choosing a future career, we should
consider the following things.

Pay. Is the size of your salary important? Generally speaking, it is important. Of course
there may be various situations, but if you are going to be independent, successful and wealthy, you
have to find a well-paid job. Moreover, if you are going to have a family, you should be ready to
support it, to be a breadwinner. Naturally, you'd like to live in good conditions, and your children to
study at good schools, and then to enter prestigious universities, to travel all around the world and
so on. Now you understand why you should take money into consideration when choosing a job.

Further training, promotion prospects and job conditions should also be kept in mind.
Just after graduating it is very difficult to find a plum job which will respond to all your
preferences. It is usually a monotonous, tedious clerical job, but if you are a capable and hard-
working person, you will certainly be offered an opportunity to climb the ladder.

Place of work. You ought to decide whether you want to work indoors (cashier, chemist,
librarian, secretary, etc.) or outdoors (driver, firefighter, estate agent, etc.). Your choice may be
based on your lifestyle or health condition.

Full-time, part-time, flexi time jobs. There is no set pattern to part-time working. It may
involve a later start and earlier finish time than a full-time position, working mornings or afternoons
only, fewer working days in a week for less salary. It is a perfect variant for students who want to
juggle their studies and work, as well as flexi time jobs. Employees decide by themselves when to
begin and end their working day.

Communication with different people. Meeting and dealing with people doesn't appeal to
every person. Some people are not very sociable; on the contrary, they are timid, shy and diffident.
Frankly speaking, it is a great talent to have communication skills. If you think you have it, you
may choose a profession involving close contacts with people, such as a doctor, a journalist, a
lawyer, a guide, a teacher.
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Business trips. You should keep in mind that some professions imply travelling all over the
world, such as tour guides, scientists, actors, journalists, pilots and so on. It's not always fun.
Business trips may last a week, a month and even more. You may be sent to London for a few days,
then you'll spend only a few hours in Paris, and right after that, without any rest, you'll have to go to
Berlin. Sometimes it turns out that you don't have even an hour for yourself just to relax and see the
town you've come to. Such trips may be very exhausting and stressful. However, if you are young,
ambitious and full of energy, you will be able not only to do your job successfully but also see the
world.

Aspiration for creative work. If you are a creative person, it's a must for you to find such
job. It can be a job of an artist, a tailor, a designer or a stylist.

Jobs connected with risk. Such jobs are usually well-paid, but very dangerous. A police
officer, a fireman, a bodyguard, a lifeguard — these are the names of jobs which imply risk. Those,
who want a rewarding but demanding job and who are ready to devote all their lives to it, may
choose this kind of work.

Analyzing all these points will help you not to make a wrong choice.

In case you are an aspiring, responsible, creative, optimistic, reliable person, who is ready to
learn and be laborious, who is not afraid of any difficulties of the future and ready to solve any
problem with a smile, the world of jobs and careers will be open to you.

Choosing a career should not only be a matter of future prestige and wealth. Work should
bring real satisfaction; otherwise your whole life will become dull and monotonous.

APPLICATION OF COMPUTERS

At present a great deal of the work force of most countries is engaged in creating, processing,
storing, communicating and just working with information. Computers have become commonplace
in homes, offices, stores, schools, research institutes, plants.

The use of computers in business, industry and communication services is widespread today.
Computer- controlled robots are able to improve the quality of manufactured products and to
increase the productivity of industry. Computers can control the work of power stations, plants and
docks. They help in making different decisions and in management of economy.
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The work of banks depends upon computer terminals for millions of daily operations. Without
these terminals, records of deposits and withdrawals would be difficult to maintain, and it would be
impossible to make inquiries about the current status of customer accounts.

Computers form a part of many military systems including communication and fire control.
They are applied for automatic piloting and automatic navigation. Space exploration depends on
computers for guidance, on-board environment and research.

Computers find application in astronomy and upper atmosphere research. Weather forecasting,
library information services can benefit from computers too.

It is interesting to note that computers are widely used in medicine. They became valuable
medical diagnostic tools. Computers are used for optical scanning and image processing, ranging
from pattern recognition to image processing. Technicians can operate computer tomography
scanners which combine x-rays with computer technology to give sectional views of the body of
patients. The views then can be combined into a single image shown on the screen.

INTERNET SERVICE AND INTERNET SAFETY

How do I connect to the Internet?

Once you've set up your computer, you may want to purchase home Internet access so you
can send and receive email, browse the Web, stream videos, and more. You may even want to set
up a home wireless network, commonly known as Wi-Fi, so you can connect multiple devices to
the Internet at the same time.

Types of Internet service

The type of Internet service you choose will largely depend on which Internet service
providers (ISPs) serve your area, along with the types of service they offer. Here are some common
types of Internet service.

Dial-up: This is generally the slowest type of Internet connection, and you should probably
avoid it unless it is the only service available in your area. Dial-up Internet uses your phone line, so
unless you have multiple phone lines you will not be able to use your landline and the Internet at the
same time.

DSL.: DSL service uses a broadband connection, which makes it much faster than dial-up.
DSL connects to the Internet via a phone line but does not require you to have a landline at home.
And unlike dial-up, you'll be able to use the Internet and your phone line at the same time.

Cable: Cable service connects to the Internet via cable TV, although you do not necessarily
need to have cable TV in order to get it. It uses a broadband connection and can be faster than both
dial-up and DSL service; however, it is only available where cable TV is available.

Satellite: A satellite connection uses broadband but does not require cable or phone lines; it
connects to the Internet through satellites orbiting the Earth. As a result, it can be used almost
anywhere in the world, but the connection may be affected by weather patterns. Satellite
connections are also usually slower than DSL or cable.

3G and 4G: 3G and 4G service is most commonly used with mobile phones, and it connects
wirelessly through your ISP's network. However, these types of connections aren't always as fast as
DSL or cable. They will also limit the amount of data you can use each month, which isn't the case
with most broadband plans.

Choosing an Internet service provider

Now that you know about the different types of Internet service, you can do some research
to find out what ISPs are available in your area. If you're having trouble getting started, we
recommend talking to friends, family members, and neighbors about the ISPs they use. This will
usually give you a good idea of the types of Internet service available in your area.

Most ISPs offer several tiers of service with different Internet speeds, usually measured in
Mbps (short for megabits per second). If you mainly want to use the Internet for email and social
networking, a slower connection (around 2 to 5 Mbps) might be all you need. However, if you want
to download music or stream videos, you'll want a faster connection (at least 5 Mbps or higher).
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You'll also want to consider the cost of the service, including installation charges and
monthly fees. Generally speaking, the faster the connection, the more expensive it will be per
month.

Although dial-up has traditionally been the least expensive option, many ISPs have raised
dial-up prices to be the same as broadband. This is intended to encourage people to switch to
broadband. We do not recommend dial-up Internet unless it's your only option.

Hardware needed
Modem

Once you have your computer, you really don't need much additional hardware to connect to
the Internet. The primary piece of hardware you need is a modem.

The type of Internet access you choose will determine the type of modem you need. Dial-up access
uses a telephone modem, DSL service uses a DSL modem, cable access uses a cable modem, and
satellite service uses a satellite adapter. Your ISP may give you a modem—often for a fee—when
you sign a contract, which helps ensure that you have the right type of modem. However, if you
would prefer to shop for a better or less expensive modem, you can choose to buy one separately.

Router

A router is a hardware device that allows you to connect several computers and other
devices to a single Internet connection, which is known as a home network. Many routers are
wireless, which allows you to create a home wireless network, commonly known as a Wi-Fi
network.

You don't necessarily need to buy a router to connect to the Internet. It's possible to connect your
computer directly to your modem using an Ethernet cable. Also, many modems include a built-in
router, so you have the option of creating a Wi-Fi network without buying extra hardware.

Setting up your Internet connection

Once you've chosen an ISP, most providers will send a technician to your house to turn on
the connection. If not, you should be able to use the instructions provided by your ISP—or included
with the modem—to set up your Internet connection.

After you have everything set up, you can open your web browser and begin using the
Internet. If you have any problems with your Internet connection, you can call your ISP's technical
support number.

Home networking

If you have multiple computers at home and want to use all of them to access the Internet,
you may want to create a home network, also known as a Wi-Fi network. In a home network, all of
your devices connect to your router, which is connected to the modem. This means everyone in
your family can use the Internet at the same time.

Your ISP technician may be able to set up a home Wi-Fi network when installing your
Internet service. If not, you can review our lesson on How to Set Up a Wi-Fi Network to learn
more.

If you want to connect a computer that does not have built-in Wi-Fi connectivity, you can
purchase a Wi-Fi adapter that plugs into your computer's USB port.

Introduction to Internet safety
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There's almost no limit to what you can do online. The Internet makes it possible to access
information quickly, communicate around the world, and much more. Unfortunately, the Internet is
also home to certain risks, such as malware, spam, and phishing. If you want to stay safe online,
you'll need to understand these risks and learn how to avoid them.

Adopting a safer mindset

Computers can often give us a false sense of security. After all, no one can physically harm
you through a computer screen. But to stay safe online, you'll want to take a more cautious
approach. Here's one way to think about it: Treat the Internet as you would a shopping mall.

Most people don't consider a mall to be an especially dangerous place. You can go there to
shop and meet up with friends. But there are also small things you may do to stay safe, even if you
don't think about them very often. For example, you probably wouldn't leave your car unlocked or
give your credit card number to a stranger.

Apply this same mindset whenever you're online. You shouldn't be afraid to use the Internet,
but remember that it comes with many of the same risks you'd face in the real world. Throughout
this tutorial, we'll show you how to prepare for these risks so you can be online without putting
yourself in danger.

Hacker is a term used by some to mean "a clever programmer" and by others, especially
those in popular media, to mean "someone who tries to break into computer systems."

1) Eric Raymond, compiler of The New Hacker's Dictionary, defines a hacker as a clever
programmer. A "good hack™ is a clever solution to a programming problem and "hacking" is the act
of doing it. Raymond lists five possible characteristics that qualify one as a hacker, which we
paraphrase here:

« A person who enjoys learning details of a programming language or system

« A person who enjoys actually doing the programming rather than just theorizing about it

« A person capable of appreciating someone else's hacking

* A person who picks up programming quickly

« A person who is an expert at a particular programming language or system, as in "UNIX hacker"

Raymond deprecates the use of this term for someone who attempts to crack someone else's
system or otherwise uses programming or expert knowledge to act maliciously. He prefers the term
cracker for this meaning.

2) The term hacker is used in popular media to describe someone who attempts to break into
computer systems. Typically, this kind of hacker would be a proficient programmer or engineer
with sufficient technical knowledge to understand the weak points in a security system.

A cracker is someone who breaks into someone else's computer system, often on a network;
bypasses passwords or licenses in computer programs; or in other ways intentionally breaches
computer security. A cracker can be doing this for profit, maliciously, for some altruistic purpose or
cause, or because the challenge is there. Some breaking-and-entering has been done ostensibly to
point out weaknesses in a site's security system.

The term “cracker" is not to be confused with "hacker"”. Hackers generally deplore cracking.
However, as Eric Raymond, compiler of The New Hacker's Dictionary notes, some journalists

ascribe break-ins to "hackers."
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A classic story of the tracking down of a cracker on the Internet who was breaking into U.S.
military and other computers is told in Clifford Stoll's The Cuckoo's Egg.

Basic Principles of Information Protection

Many examples of systems requiring protection of information are encountered every day:
airline seat reservation systems, credit bureau data banks; law enforcement information systems;
time-sharing service bureaus; on-line medical information systems; and government social service
data processing systems. These examples span a wide range of needs for organizational and
personal privacy. All have in common controlled sharing of information among multiple users. All,
therefore, require some plan to ensure that the computer system helps implement the correct
authority structure. Of course, in some applications no special provisions in the computer system
are necessary. It may be, for instance, that an externally administered code of ethics or a lack of
knowledge about computers adequately protects the stored information. Although there are
situations in which the computer need provide no aids to ensure protection of information, often it is
appropriate to have the computer enforce a desired authority structure. The words ‘privacy’,
‘security’, and ‘protection’ are frequently used in connection with information-storing systems. Not
all authors use these terms in the same way. Here are the definitions commonly encountered in
computer science literature. The term ‘privacy’ denotes a socially defined ability of an individual
(or organization) to determine whether, when, and to whom personal (or organizational)
information is to be released. The term ‘security’ describes techniques that control that may use or
modify the computer or the information contained in it. Security specialists have found it useful to
place potential security violations in three categories.

1. Unauthorized information release: an unauthorized person is able to read and take
advantage of information stored in the computer. This category of concern sometimes extends to
‘traffic analysis’, in which the intruder observes only the patterns of information use and from those
patterns can infer some information content. It also includes unauthorized use of a proprietary
program.

2. Unauthorized information modification: an unauthorized person is able to make changes
in stored information — a form of sabotage. Note that this kind of violation does not require that the
intruder see the information he has changed.

3. Unauthorized denial of use: an intruder can prevent an authorized user from referring to
or modifying information, even though the intruder may not be able to refer to or modify the
information. Causing a system ‘crash’, disrupting a scheduling algorithm, or firing a bullet into a
computer are examples of denial of use. This is another form of sabotage.

The term “unauthorized’ in the three categories listed above means that release,
modification, or denial of use occurs contrary to the desire of the person who controls the
information, possibly even contrary to the constraints supposedly enforced by the system. The
biggest complication in a general-purpose remote-accessed computer system is that the ‘intruder’ in
these definitions may be an otherwise legitimate user of the computer system. Examples of security
techniques sometimes applied to computer systems are the following:

1) labeling files with lists of authorized users;

2) verifying the identity of a prospective user by demanding a password;
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3) shielding the computer to prevent interception and subsequent interpretation of
electromagnetic radiation;

4) enciphering information sent over telephone lines;

5) locking the room containing the computer;

6) controlling who is allowed to make changes to the computer sys-
tem (both its hardware and software);

7) using redundant circuits or programmed cross-checks that maintain security in the face of
hardware or software failures;

8) certifying that the hardware and software are actually implemented as intended.

It is apparent that a wide range of considerations are pertinent to the engineering of security
of information. Historically, the literature of computer systems has more narrowly defined the term
protection to be just those security techniques that control the access of executing programs to
stored information. An example of a protection technique is labeling of computer-stored files with
lists of authorized users. Similarly, the term authentication is used for those security techniques that
verify the identity of a person (or other external agent) making a request of a computer system. An
example of an authentication technique is demanding a password. This paper concentrates on
protection and authentication mechanisms, with only occasional reference to the other equally
necessary security mechanisms. One should recognize that concentration on protection and
authentication mechanisms provides a narrow view of information security, and that a narrow view
is dangerous. The objective of a secure system is to prevent all unauthorized use of information, a
negative kind of requirement. It is hard to prove that this negative requirement has been achieved,
for one must demonstrate that every possible threat has been anticipated.

Does Anti-Virus Software Still Matter?

Using a computer without an anti-virus program? That’s like driving without a seatbelt — or
jumping out of a plane without a parachute, right? As users become more knowledgeable about safe
computing practices, and as anti-virus solutions vendors ratchet up the general level of hacker
hysteria, many people are reconsidering their system security options. Some computer users
complain about the cost of anti-virus solutions, while others are more concerned about the
technology's impact on their machines. It's certainly no secret that anti-virus tools place a big strain
on processor and memory resources and are capable of slowing older machines to a crawl. A
growing number of computer users are thinking about giving anti-virus software the old heave-ho.

A New Vista.

Anti-virus software skeptics got a big boost last year when Microsoft co-president Jim
Allchin stated that Windows Vista's new security features are so strong that anti-virus software is
no longer required. In fact, he boldly claimed that he would have no problem letting his seven-year-
old son use a Vista computer without any antivirus software installed. Allchin based his belief on
Vista's formidable security arsenal. The operating system's new anti-virus features include the User
Account Control, which defaults users to a non administrator status. Without administrative rights,
users can't accidentally (or deliberately) modify system settings, malware can't alter system security
settings or disable anti-virus software (should it be installed), and users can't compromise the
information of other users on shared computers. Microsoft also has made significant security
improvements to Internet

Explorer, including a new Protected Mode that can reduce the impact of malware by
restricting where files can be saved without the user's consent. Additionally, Vista can clean many
worms, viruses and root Kits, helping ensure the operating system's integrity and the privacy of
users' data. Vista's Windows Defender helps protect host computers against pop-ups, slow
performance and security threats caused by spyware and other unwanted software. Defender
features Real-Time Protection, a monitoring system that recommends actions against detected
spyware, and a streamlined interface that minimizes interruptions. Still, Microsoft is backing away
from any claim that add-on anti-virus software isn't necessary for full system protection. In fact, the
company offers its own anti-virus service in the form of Windows Live OneCare.

The service, aimed at home users and small businesses, features an anti-virus program, a
firewall, a backup-and-restore utility, a tune-up utility and integrated functionality with Windows
Defender for malware protection. Most major independent anti-virus vendors also serve the Vista
market, claiming their solutions fill gaps left open by Microsoft.

Beyond Vista.

When it comes to non-Vista computers, the need for virus protection varies in accordance
with the type of system being used. XP users, for instance, will certainly benefit from anti-virus
software, since the older operating system lacks most of Vista's built-in safeguards. Many Linux
users, on the other hand, feel perfectly safe running their machines without any antivirus protection.
It's not that Linux features some kind of virus-proof shield; it's simply that there are so few Linux
users (at least in comparison to Windows users) that most hackers can't be bothered to create Linux
malware. Many Macintosh users also eschew the need for anti-virus solutions. Like their Linux
counterparts, they hope that safe computing practices, combined with their systems' low profile
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(when compared to Windows), will keep their machines safe — or at least safe enough. So does anti-
virus software still matter? Well, to quote Clint Eastwood as ‘Dirty Harry’ Callahan: “You've got to
ask yourself a question: Do | feel lucky?’

Data Theft: How Big a Problem?

Data theft is, quite simply, the unauthorized copying or removal of confidential information
from a business or other large enterprise. It can take the form of ID-related theft or the theft of a
company’s proprietary information or intellectual property.

ID-related data theft occurs when customer records are stolen or illegally copied. The
information stolen typically includes customers’ names, addresses, phone numbers, usernames,
passwords and PINs, account and credit card numbers, and, in some instances, Social Security
numbers. When transmitted or sold to lower-level criminals, this information can be used to commit
all manner of identity fraud. A single data theft can affect large numbers of individual victims.
Non-ID data theft occurs when an employee makes one or more copies of a company’s confidential
information, and then uses that information either for his own personal use or transmits that
information to a competitor for the competitor’s use. However, it’s done, this is a theft of the
business’ intellectual property, every bit as harmful as a theft of money or equipment. A company’s
confidential information includes its employee records, contracts with other firms, financial reports,
marketing plans, new product specifications, and so on. Imagine you’re a competitor who gets hold
of a company’s plans for an upcoming product launch; with knowledge beforehand, you can create
your own counter-launch to blunt the impact of the other company’s new product. A little inside
information can be extremely valuable — and damaging for the company from which it was stolen.
Data theft can be a virtual theft (hacking into a company’s systems and ransmitting stolen data over
the Internet) or, more often, a physical theft (stealing the data tapes or discs). In many ways, it’s
easier for a thief to physically steal a company’s data than it is to hack into the company’s network
for the same purpose. Most companies give a lot of attention to Internet-based security, but less
attention is typically paid to the individuals who have physical access to the same information.

One would expect data theft to be somewhat widespread. And it probably is — if we truly
knew all the numbers. The problem with trying to size the data theft issue is twofold. First, many
companies do not report data theft to the police or do not publicize such thefts; they’re trying to
avoid bad publicity. And even when data theft is reported, the dollar impact of such theft is difficult
to ascertain. Whichever number is correct, that’s a lot of stolen data. Add to that the immeasurable
cost of intellectual property data theft, and you get a sense of the size of the problem — it’s big and
it’s getting bigger. Unfortunately, there’s little you as an individual can do to prevent data theft; the
onus is all on the company holding the data. You could reduce your risk by limiting the number of
companies with which you do business, but that may not be practical. Being alert is your only
defense against this type of large-scale theft.

Functional Levels of Information Protection

Many different designs have been proposed and mechanisms implemented for protecting
information in computer systems. One reason for differences among protection schemes is their
different functional properties — the kinds of access control that can be expressed naturally and
enforced. It is convenient to divide protection schemes according to their functional properties. A
rough categorization is the following.

a) Unprotected systems: Some systems have no provision for preventing a determined user
from having access to every piece of information stored in the system.

b) All-or-nothing systems: These are systems that provide isolation of users, sometimes
moderated by total sharing of some pieces of information. If only isolation is provided, the user of
such a system might just as well be using his own private computer, as far as protection and sharing
of information are concerned. More commonly, such systems also have public libraries to which
every user may have access. In some cases the public library mechanism may be extended to accept
user contributions, but still on the basis that all users have equal access.

c) Controlled sharing: Significantly more complex machinery is required to control
explicitly who may access each data item stored in the system. For example, such a system might
provide each file with a list of authorized users and allow an owner to distinguish several common
patterns of use, such as reading, writing, or executing the contents of the file as a program.

d) User-programmed sharing controls: A user may want to restrict access to a file in a way
not provided in the standard facilities for controlling sharing. For such cases, and a myriad of
others, a general escape is to provide for user-defined protected objects and subsystems. A
protected subsystem is a collection of programs and data with the property that only the programs
of the subsystem have direct access to the data (that is, the protected objects). Access to those
programs is limited to calling specified entry points. Thus the programs of the subsystem
completely control the operations performed on the data.

e) Putting strings on information: The foregoing three levels have been concerned with
establishing conditions for the release of information to an executing program. The fourth level of
capability is to maintain some control over the user of the information even after it has been
released. Such control is desired, for example, in releasing income information to a tax advisor;
constraints should prevent him from passing the information on to a firm which prepares mailing
lists. The printed labels on classified military information declaring a document to be
‘Top Secret’ are another example of a constraint on information after its release to a person
authorized to receive it. There is a consideration that cuts across all levels of functional capability:
the dynamics of use. This term refers to how one establishes and changes the specification of who
may access what. At any of the levels it is relatively easy to envision (and design) systems that
statically express a particular protection intent. But the need to change access authorization
dynamically and the need for such changes to be requested by executing programs introduces much
complexity into protection systems. In many cases, it is not necessary to meet the protection needs
of the person responsible for the inform ation stored in the computer entirely through computer-
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aided enforcement. External mechanisms such as contracts, ignorance, or barbed wire fences may
provide some of the required functional capability. This discussion, however, is focused on the
internal mechanisms.

PROTECTION OF INFORMATION
a. State informational sources

Formation of state informational sources is carried out by citizens, state authorities,
organizations and social unions. Documents, which belong to a person, can be included in the
state structure of informational sources, of course, if the person wishes. State informational
sources are open and generally available. Documented information with limited access is divided
into state secret and confidential information.

b. Citizen information (personal information)

Personal data refers to confidential information. The collection, storage, use and distribution
of private information are not allowed. The information, which breaks personal and family
secret, secret of correspondence, telephone, postal, telegraph talks and other messages of a
person without his/her permission, is also confidential.

Personal data may not be used with purpose of causing damage to person’s property and
reputation, difficulties of realization its right. Collected data must be limited to necessary
information. The information, which carries strong probability of causing damage to a citizen’s
interests shouldn’t be collected.

There are some categories of personal information:

secret documents;

official department rules and instructions;

information, which is not to be made public in accordance with legislative acts;

confidential business information;

information, which touches private life of a person;

c. Development and production of informational systems

All types of informational systems and networks, technologies and means of their providing
compose a special branch of economic activity, whose development is defined by the state
scientific, technological and industrial policy of informatization.

State and non-state organizations and, of course, the citizens have equal rights in terms of
access to the development and producing of informational systems, technologies.

Owner of informational systems

The informational systems, technologies and means of their providing can be the property
objects of juridical person, non-juridical person and state. The owner of informational system is
a person, who purchased these objects or got as a gift, heredity or by any other legal way.

The informational systems, technologies and means of their providing can be considered as
a good (product), if the producer rights are not broken. The owner of informational system
determines the using conditions of this product.

Copyrights and property rights
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Copyrights and property rights on informational systems, technologies and means of their
providing can be belong to different persons. The owner of informational systems has to protect
copyrights in accordance with legislation.

Informational systems and databases, intended for citizens’ and organizations’ informational
service, are subjected to certification according to the established custom.

The organizations, which work in the field of making design, producing the means of
information protection and personal data treatment, must obtain licensees to conduct such
activity. The steps for obtaining license are defined by the legislation.

Computer systems and protection of information
a. Problem of information protection

The problem of information security is relatively new. Not all problems, connected with it
have been figured out and solved up to now. The fact of great number of computer systems users
means the definite risk to security because not all clients will carry out the requirements of its
providing.

The order of storage mediums should be clearly defined in legal acts and envisage the
complete safety of mediums, control over the work with information, responsibility for
unsanctioned access to mediums with a purpose of copying, changing or destroying them and so
on.

b. Legal aspects

There are some legal aspects of information protection, which can appear due to not
carefully thought or ill-intentioned use of computer technics:

legal questions of protection of informational massifs from distortions;

security of stored information from the unsanctioned access;

setting juridically fixed rules and methods of copyrights protection and priorities of software
producers;

development of measures for providing the juridical power to the documents, which are
given to the machines;

legal protection of the experts’ interests, who pass their knowledge to the databases;

setting of legal norms and juridical responsibility for using electronic computer means in
personal interests, which hurt other people and social interests and can harm them;

The lack of appropriate registration and control, low level of work and production personnel
discipline, the access of an unauthorized persons to the computing sources create conditions for
abusing and cause difficulties to their detection. In every computing center it is usual to set and
strictly follow the regulations of the access to different official rooms for employees of any
categories.

Computer crimes

a. Definition

The development of computer technology and its wide use have lead to appearance and
spread of computer crimes. Such situation causes alarm among those organizations and
legislative institutions that use computer technologies and, of course, people, who use new
informational services at homes.

The term “computer crime” was first used in the early 70s. However, the discussions
concerning it are still actual. The top question of these discussions is What unlawful actions are
implied by computer crime”. A rank of definitions of the computer crime has been composed. It
often refers to crimes directly or indirectly connected to electronic computing machines and
which includes a number of illegal acts, committed by means of electronic data processing
system or against it. Others consider that computer crime is any action, which goes together with
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interfering with property rights and fulfilled by means of computers. The thirds think that
computer crime can be defined as all intentional and unlawful actions, which lead to causing
harm to possessions, with help of computers too.

b. Statistics

There are following forms of computer criminality: computer manipulations, economic
espionage, sabotage, computer extortion, “hackers” activity. The main character of committing
computer crimes in the business field becomes highly qualified “white collars” from the suffered
organization’s employees.

According to the MIS Traiding Institute (USA), they get 63% of all causes, examining
crimes and abuses. More than 36% of law-committing employees are related to the personnel,
which is not connected with computer servicing, 29% - qualified programmers, 25% - other
workers of computing center. This tendency is reflected in official statistics too, according to
which, about 40% of computer crimes are committed for solving of financial problems, 20% are
motivated as an intellectual challenge to society, 17% - by the willing of solving personal
problems, 8% - problems of corporation or organization, 4% - are directed for social admitting,
3% - for wounding somebody’s rights and so on.

c. “Hackers” and “crackers”

The most dangerous individuals of computer swindle are so called “hackers”, “crackers” and
representatives of other groups, working in the sphere of industrial espionage. So, many security
specialists advise employers to pay special attention to engaged workers-specialists in computer
technologies, programming and information protection spheres.

There are many causes, when “hackers” get a job with a goal of personal enrichment. But
the most danger can represent such specialists, who are in collusion with managers of
commercial structures and organized criminal groups; in these situations causing damage and
weight of consequences considerably increases.

There are two types of unsanctioned access:

internal “breaking open” — the criminal has access to the terminal, with information he
interested in and can work with it for some time without somebody’s control;

external “breaking open” — the criminal doesn’t have indirect access to the computer system,
but has an opportunity of penetration to the protected system by means of remote access;

CONCLUSION

Analysis of such actions shows that single crimes from own or neighbor work places
gradually develop into network computer crimes, which are carried out by means of breaking of
organizations’ protecting systems.
